	All children’s PD/PSED targets are being met. Staff in classrooms are meeting their needs as the strategies from interventions are being shared, meaning the impact of these is good with all pupils achieving age related expectations in PD.

All children are active at breaks and lunch. They use the equipment to its full potential and undertake at least 45 minutes of physical activity a day in school.

The use of the existing trim trail have enticed children to access this equipment more often, as well as the zoning of the yards. Children are having experience of physical development they would not usually have.










All pupils from Nursery to Year 6 are learning in and from the outdoors.
