	All children’s PD/PSED targets are being met. 
Staff in classrooms are meeting their needs as the strategies from interventions are being shared, meaning the impact of these is good with all pupils achieving age related expectations in PD. 
All children are active at breaks and lunch. They use the equipment to its full potential and undertake at least 45 minutes of physical activity a day in school. 
The use of the existing trim trail has enticed children to access this equipment more often, as well as the zoning of the yards. Children are having experience of physical development they would not usually have, for example, climbing and balancing.
	Continue to address the PD needs of those children identified, not just those on the SEND register for e.g. ones who are working below due to their handwriting. How can gross motor PD support them? 
Heavy, proprioceptive work to self-regulate with identified children. 
Core strength and posture weaknesses across school due to covid legacy.
 Introduce the use of sports leaders with the new Year 6 children. 
Continue to use the outdoor equipment we already have and build up these resources through the Step Outside Quality Mark and the Forest School Programme. Promoting OAA within our curriculum.
